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Victoriano Huerta´s bitter exile and his followers in Spain: 1914-1920 
Once Victoriano Huerta resigned as President of the Republic on June 15th, 1914, a large portion of politicians and military personnel left the country and took refuge in the United States, Cuba, and to a lesser degree in Spain and France. Huerta was exiled in Spain, as well as three of his War and Navy Ministers, five cabinet members and some prestigious intellectuals. Because Spain was one of the countries whose government recognized Huerta, the newly arrived supposed that they would receive special treatment, which didn’t happen. They faced hostility attributed the damage caused by the Mexican Revolution to Spanish properties, indifference, lack of jobs, as well as feuds between each other. Almost simultaneously, World War One began, which made the exiles’ situation even worse. Their situation deteriorated to the point that a few months after their arrival almost every one of them left the motherland and went back to the New World, specially to the United States
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
